There's a
comment I would like to make along the lines of the past
actions of Mr. Pena along the voting lines of members to
this Board here.

If IT'm not mistaken, he actually was
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interrupted by a phone call from Ms. Powers that he took
over a voting procedure. That, in itself, 1is a
violation of Roberts Rules. Now why can't we have the
exception for him to speak out?

MR. ANTOINE: Mr. Pena, you've won the
election. At this point, I'M going to turn the chair
back to you in your role as community co-chair.

The next item on the agenda is the
environmental progress update from Mr. Caras.

CHAIRMAN: bouglas, are you here?

MR. CARAS: Hi. My name is Doug Caras.
I'm the Public Affairs Officer for Air Force Real
Property Agency.

What I want to do briefly is just talk to
you all about some of our sampling results that we got
this year finalized in January. We sample the ground
water every year and that's how we can tell if our
systems are working properly and if we're making
progress, and also just a general overview of a lot of
other sites that we're dealing with here.

First, I'll talk a little bit about the
chemicals of concern, the shallow ground water, what it
is, sort of the plume data and our statistics in terms
of size that we closed and sites that are still open.

Our main chemicals are concern of PCE,
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Perchloroethylene, and TCE, Trichloroethylene. These on
base were used as solvents to degrease engine parts from
aircraft. Through spills and the actual approved
disposal practices at the time, those chemicals entered
the ground water and we have a plume that extends from
east Kelly several miles east of the base.

Along with TCE and PCE, which were the
chemicals we used on base, they break down into two
other chemicals before they become harmless substances.
Those two other chemicals are Dichlorethylene and vinyl
chloride.

(Man speaking in background - Inaudible.)

MR. CARAS: The shallow ground water 1is
15 to 40 feet beneath the surface. It's not a pool of
water. ITt's more or less water trickling through the
space between rock and dirt in the shallow ground
water. So over the years, we dug about 1400 sampling
wells. I think every year we still sample about 400 of
them so that we can see what the extent of the plume is.

Fortunately us, it's not a drinking water
source here and the Edwards aquifer is separated from
this shallow ground water by a thousand feet of rock and
clay.

Even i1f Kelly hadn't been here, we really

wouldn't want to use this shallow ground water as a
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drinking water source because you have a lot of other
things impacting that; you know, street run off, septic
tanks, fertilizers, gas stations, that sort of thing,
anywhere where you have underground storage tanks.

Right here, you can see, this is the PCE
contamination plume in the year of 1999. That was right
around the time where we felt very confident that we had

the whole plume bharacterized, that we knew the extent

~and the concentration of the plume.

Can you go back one for me?

Right in this area, I'd like you to pay
special attention, because this way you can see how the
plume has changed in its shape and size over the last
five years.

Okay, next slide.

You can see now because of the source
control systems that we put in along these boundaries,
we've seen a great deal of change in the plume. It's
separated into two different lobes and so we've seen a
great deal of reduction in the plume.

Now one thing I want to talk about, sincé
I'm up here, is that we're putting in off base systems.

One we've just finished putting in last
month at 34th Street. It's a permeable reactive

barrier. What that is is you more or less dig a
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trench. You fill it with sand and iron filings. As the
ground water brings the contamination into contact with
iron filings, the chemical solvents are broken down into
harmless substances. As I said, we just finished
putting one in there. Later on this year, we'll put one
in this area and one along in this area near Commerce
Street.

Now what that does is we have sealed off
the sources of contamination and now we're going out to
put systems in to treat the areas of highest
concentration off base.

Next slide.

Okay. Now this is the TCE contamination

‘plume in 1999. This is of real importance here. You

can see that we had TCE going off base at that time.

Go ahead next slide.

Now you can see that we don't really see
that plume any more going off base. One of the things
that we did was we put one of those permeable reactive
barriers in there in 2002 so we have seen some, it looks
like we have seen some reduction as part of the
installation of that PRB.

Also along this area, we've seen a lot of
reduction in the plume as well. It used to be just a

solid sort of depiction of green along that area, so

we're seeing these systems work and we're really hopeful
that once we get the other systems off base, we'll see
some dramatic improvement as well.

Okay, I want to go ahead and just talk to
the DCE, the breakdown products. This i1s what it looked
like in 1999, 2003. This is what it looks like. We're
not really seeing very much there, just some right in
that area, or very little off base.

The next one, vinyl chloride, this 1is
what it looked like in 1999. This is what it looks like
today. Again, very little off base contamination from
vinyl chloride.

This 1is more or less all of the sites
we're working on. Our total is 708 sites. They're
broken down into various categories determining as
opposed to what the contamination is.

As of now, we've got -- next slide --
we've have got about 40 percent of the sites closed. We
expect by 2010 we should have about 93 percent of the
sites closed. The remaining seven percent are part of
this installation restoration program. These are the
ones, for example, with the ground water where we have
to do long-term monitoring so we won't be able to close
those out for awhile, but hopefully by 2010, we'll have

about -- that's our plan is to have about 93 percent
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closed.

(Unidentified female speaking -
inaudible.)

MR. CARAS: Sure. You got about seven
percent of the sites require long-term monitoring so we
won't be able to officially close out with the
regulators for quite sometime. It could go as long as,
you know, 2030. It just depends on how the systems work
and if they do what we expect them to do, so every year
we're going to be testing again and again to make sure
that the systems are working properly and successfully.

(Unidentified female speaking -
inaudible.)

MR. CARAS: Right. We can put the remedy
in place. You know, we can put the clean-up system in,
but until it's completely done its work, we can't really
close it out, you know, so we're going to have to do
long-term monitoring. Like, for example, like some of
the sites, perhaps if we have an underground storage
tank, we can go in. We dig it up and we can dispose of
it properly. We give the state a report or the
regulators, the EPA and the state regulators a report,
and then if they're satisfied with that, then we can
close that site out, but some that require long-term

monitoring we'll have to monitor for quite some time
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before we can show that everything is working properly.

Questions from RAB?

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Was there any testing
done for porcelain or agent orange?

MR. CARAS: We're dealing here with
mainly the ground water plume. There's a document, I
think it's the final closure report for site S7, in
which they evaluated, you know, for agent orange,
because we know agent orange was stored on east Kelly
for some time. We submitted that report and got it
closed by the state.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: That doesn't answer
my question if you were testing for it.

MR. CARAS: In the water?

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Air, water, ground,
are you testing for it?

MR. CARAS: I think probably the best
thing, if you want to have access to that report, we can
get it to you electronically.

(Unidentified male speaking - inaudible.)

MR. CARAS: Well, that concludes this
briefing.

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE: I have a question.
Mr. Caras, I have a guestion.

You were saying that the PRB's are going
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to be placed on Commerce Street?

MR. CARAS: That's the plan.

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE: By that early
childhood center sometime next year, is that what you
said?

MR. CARAS: No. If I said that, I
mis-spoke. We're hoping to do that this summer.

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE: This summer?

MR. CARAS: Uh-huh.

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE. Okay. And these
maps, all of these maps are Qery hard to read, all of
them. I mean, you would need a magnifying lens to see

exactly where these streets are.

Are we, as RAB members, going to get a
good map or is this all the information we're getting as
RAB members to communicate to the community?

MR. CARAS: I mean, actually those are
Power Point slides. We've posted on these posters the
actual maps.

If you wish to make a comment, will you
please fill out one of the community comment cards at
the table back there that sort of designates what you
want to comment on it and see to it that we do, in fact,
receive those.

Brittany tells me that there's also a
sign-up table at the back where you can sign up for any
specific clean up information that you might like to
have, and that would be available to you during the
break and throughout the evening.

So why don't we take ten minutes, take a
quick break here and then we'll come back and take a
look at the operating guidelines update, followed by
community comment period.

(Recess taken.)

CHAIRMAN: Thank you. We're on item
number five on the agenda, "Operating guidelines
update.”" Mr. Muskez, Mr. Pena.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: If T may, during the
break, I was given notice that we've got some guests in

the house this evening and I'd like to recognize them.
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First of all, one of our alternates by
the name of Belinda Kaufman has asked her UT Health
Science Center class to be here and they're in the room
with you all. Please stand and get recognized, all of
you, please.

Thank you for taking the interest in
being here.

And also Professor Tom Smith from Palo
Alto, his toxicology class 1is here. Would you all stand
up, please? Thank you.

Thank you for being here.

And also this evening at the table, we
have an alternate and the alternate is for Ciro
Rodriguez. Ms. Gina Castanella is his alternate this
evening and she's at the table there. Would you all
recognize her?

Okay. Before Pete, before he does his
talk or introduction or whatever is going to happen
here, I want to thank all the members who showed up to
the RAB workshop back in March. Thank all of you for
taking of your time for coming in the workshop.

That evening, what happened, one of the
things that happened was a work group was put together,
Oor a sub-committee, I believe we call it a task force,

if I may, for correction, of three volunteers who
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decided that they would take the time and the task to
look at the charter revisions, and I want to thank
them. It's Mr. Roderick Garcia, Jr., Pete Muskez and
Mike Denitio. They've met once and they'll be meeting
again in about two weeks and hopefully they'll be
looking at amendments to the charter and come back with
something that the RAB itself can look at and vote on
and hopefully have some changes to the charter as it
stands now. With that, I'll turn it over to Pete.
UNIDENTIFIED MALE: I have a question.
UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Go ahead.
UNIDENTIFIED MALE: With regard to the
recent revision of the RAB and the charter, you're
saying that it will be voted and approved on, but when
was it initially approved or voted by the table to head
into the direction of re-charter, re-writing it?
UNIDENTIFIED MALE: At one of the last
meetings and at the workshop, we were asked to look at
revising the charter. At the workshop, the committee,
the members that were there agreed that we would have a
task force to look at the reviewing the charter. It
doesn't mean thatlthey're going to have changes, it
doesn't mean that they're going to have deletions, it
doesn't mean that they're going to take out the old and

put in the new.

That's why the committee is going to be
looking at the charter as it stands and come back with
some kind of recommendations as to whether we keep it
the way it stands or that they'll submit some changes.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Are you saying that
it was never voted on or are you saying that it was
voted on?

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: No, it's my
understanding -- Did we do it at the last meeting, at
the last RAB meeting, Brittany?

(Unidentified female speaking -
inaudible.)

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: I'm sorry.

(Unidentified female speaking -
inaudible.)

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Right.

(Unidentified female speaking -

inaudible.)

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Okay. Okay. The
executive committee -- Thank you for reminding me of
that. The executive committee had asked that a task

force be put together to look at the charter as it
stands.
At the workshop, it was agreed upon that

we would do that and also by consensus and also we asked
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for volunteers to be on that particular task force and
we had three volunteers that evening.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: All right. Well, who
on the executive committee came up with this and why did
they think we needed it?

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Because we're being
asked to look at the charter.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Again, who on the
executive committee thought of re-doing the charter?

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Well, it's the
members of the executive committee, which is Rodrigo
Garcia, Dan Gonzalez, myself, Mr. Adam Antoine, Gary
Miller. And who else? And that's it. Okay, Pete.

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE: I'd like to make a
correction on that. I'd 1like to make a correction on
that, Mr. Pena.

MR. PENA: Go ahead.

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE: I believe that
Mr. Rodrigo Garcia only volunteered to work on charter
review but he never initiated to review the charter. Am
I correct, Mr. Rodrigo Garcia?

MR. GARCIA: Yes, I volunteered to work
on it and I volunteered to join the committee and I
volunteered to do a lot of work.

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE: Right.
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MR. GARCIA: I also join all the
committees that I volunteered for.

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE: Right, but
initially it was reviewed or started by another
committee, which you were not involved in, and it had
just been revised by Mr. Quintanilla, so the purpose --
I never did understand the purpose for re-doing the
charter again.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Well, the purpose for
re-doing the charter is because there's a lot of
unanswered questions and a lot of undefined procedures
that have to be defined.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Go ahead.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: No, we met at the
last meeting. These are just proposed changes. Now we
don't have to change the charter but when we
volunteered, we volunteered to look at the existing
charter. If there's any procedural changes that can be,
you know, re-worded to better clarify the mission of the
RAB or something that's out of date or needs to be
updated, that's what the committee is -- That's what
we're looking at.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: But it was never
brought before the whole Board? You took it upon

yourselves as an executive committee to make an
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initiation that wasn't brought before the Board.

How can you initiate something without
the Board overseeing or overlooking or at least having a
voice?

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Mr. Silvas, if you
had been at the workshop, you would have had an
opportunity to discuss and have your comments that
evening, as everyone else that was there that evening,
to talk about revisions to the charter.

MR. SILVAS: Well, that's why I'm voicing
my opinion now.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Well, I understand
that but you missed the meeting. We're moving forward.
We're trying to do something --

MR. SILVAS: You're going backwards.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: We're trying to do
something positive. We have not voted on any revisions
because no revisions have been brought to this Board.
The committee is meeting to look at whether it needs to
be changed. If it doesn't need to be changed, they will
come back with that recommendation. If they have
revisions, they'll discuss it.

We will then, as a RAB Board, have an
opportunity to vote it up or vote it down, so you'll

have another opportunity to voice your opinion.

MR. SILVAS: I'd 1ike to make a motion
now to have the Board vote now if they want RAB charters
other than to wait.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: We've already
discussed it. It was done by --

MR. SILVAS: No, you never voted on it.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: It was done by
consensus at a workshop. You missed it. It's your
fault for not being there and I can't do anything about
it.

Look, there's an addendum in the charter
section of your notebook of some proposed changes. Any
changes that you would like to see added or removed,
Just submit them to Brittany and Brittany will get them
to the volunteers for that sub-committee, and that way
everybody can review them before the next meeting and we
can vote on them "Yea" or "Nay." That's it.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: That's it. Thank
you, Mr. Muskez.

Okay, we move into the Community Comment
time portion.

I have speakers cards from -- I'm sorry,
I haven't counted them, several folks here. Let me
simply move through these and invite you to come to the

center and the mics will be turned on for you.
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Let me remind you you have three minutes
during which to make your set of comments, and Brittany
is trying to be helpful to us here in terms of kind of
keeping track of time and she has her cards in place and
will help you see how that works.

Okay. First name on the 1list is Rose
Ramos.

MS. RAMOS: I would like to make --
(Inaudible.)

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Okay, we have one or
more cards that say that. May I hold that one for a
minute and we'll see how those all fall together?

MS. RAMOS: Okay.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Gloria Ramos Cortez.

MS. RAMOS CORTEZ: I would also like to
—-— (Inaudible.)

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: All right. I'm going
to set that aside.

Adrian Cortez. Same.

Albert Ramos.

(Unidentified male speaking - Inaudible.)

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Gilbert, I'm sorry.

I couldn't read below the line.

Paul Romo.

(Unidentified male speaking - Inaudible.)
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UNIDENTIFIED MALE: I have three cards
that say something similar. Belinda Silvas would 1like
to donate time to Mr. Wilkinson. Is that still valid?

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE: Yes.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: All right. And
Yolando Johnson, still valid, and Ben Galvan, still
valid?

Mr. Wilkinson, I have your card here.

Mr. Quintanilla.

(Unidentified male speaking - Inaudible.)

MR. QUINTANILLA: My name is Alejandro
Quintanilla and I've lived in this community and the
contaminated community, oh, since 1952 to the year
2000. I was a member of the RAB from 1994 until the
year 2002. And what I'm seeing here, I'm very
displeased. Instead of the RAB having more community
participation, we're having less, and one of the reasons
we're having less is because of the facilitator.

Mr. Antoine, the facilitator, is supposed to make it
easy for the people to participate, not only for the RAB
members to communicate with each other but for the whole
community.

One time your facilitator there pulled
the microphone from me and kept me from speaking as a

member of the RAB. I did not like that and I did not
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like what I saw here today.
But that's one thing. You're talking
about the RAB charter, that it needs revision. I agree,

the RAB charter needs revision in view of the RAB rule,
but you should wait until that RAB rule becomes
effective so that you'll know how to change it, not just
jump into it and change it and have to change it again.
I think that needs to be done.

One other thing that needs to be done is
the TRS committee. Your TRS committee is the back bone
of this organization. It meets once a month. It has
not met at all this year, according to the little magnet
schedule that was handed out.

If the TRS committee had been meeting,
you would not have been surprised by what George just
mentioned, that the PRB's are not working, and that's
supposed to be the job of the technical review
sub-committee.

It's also the job of that technical
review sub-committee to make sure that there are funds
to get a second opinion on some of the clean-up issues
that are brought before the RAB. That hasn't been done
in, oh, I'd say in the last four or five months.

The other thing that I wanted to talk

about is the community involvement plan. We worked for
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a long period of time, since the year 2000, and it just
came out last week the community involvement plan.

That community involvement plan says that
the people, the community, do not have any trust in the
RAB or in the proceedings of the Air Force, nor is the
Air Force accountable to the community. None of you
voted for the PRB, none of the RAB members voted. It
was shoved down the people's throat. This should not
happen. This is not community participation.

This is supposed to come from the
community. And that's just one of the many things
concerning the community involvement plan and concerning
account ability.

I've just learned from some of the people
that filed a $10,000 lawsuit, I think there's 2000 of
them, and the Justice Department says, you know, we
would like to pay the $10,000 to the people who have
filed this lawsuit for the damages that have occurred to
our property.

The people are saying that we've paid
taxes on properties, or not properties that have beén
contaminated for years by the Air Force. The answer
from the Air Force to the community, to these people
that filed thisvlawsuit, was we don't want to give you

the money, we would rather give it to the city and
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that's the only way you're going to get it.

And one of the reasons for this is
because the Air Force wants to be looked at like a
virgin, pure as a virgin and they have done no wrong.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Mr. Quintanilla,
you're a minute overtime.

MR. QUINTANILLA: Give me a half a
minute.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: I make a motion to
give him another three minutes.

MR. QUINTANILLA: I won't need that
much. But anyway, the Air Force must be accountable.
Why is the Air Force so weak in this? If the Department
of Justice, who was handling the lawsuit, says give the
people $10,000, why don't they do it? Why are you not
accountable? This is why the people are saying that
they can't trust the Air Force? You have to do
something about this. Bring trust to the Air Force.

Thank you very much.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: My cglculation is
right. I have nine cards here, including
Mr. Wilkinson's, at three minutes a pliece, which gives
27 minutes.

MR. WILKINSON: Hello. My name 1is

Mr. Wilkinson. I currently live in Corpus Christi. In
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‘ 1| the past, I've lived at Lake Tawakoni, which is 60 miles

2 | east of Dallas, I've lived in San Antonio, I went to

3 | Highlands High School. I have worked at Fort Sam

4 | Houston. I did sub-contracting cutting grass at Kelly

5| Alr Force Base. I worked for the U.S. Railroad

6 | Department and I would purchase materials at Texas

7| Surplus.

8 You may not understand it, but, see, I

9 | know that agent orange was sold in '74 because our

10 | school bought some. I know agent orange was sold in '74

11 | because of workers at Sabine River Authority told me

12 | about 1it. They told me who they purchased it from, what
‘ 13 | salesman. I've given this intimation to the U.S.

14 | Justice Department but I'm not here now, I'm here very

15 | much. I want to tell you how Mr. Phil Bonham with the

16 | Texas Water Commission, while gathering his S7 site,

17 | which I can prove that I originally found through the

18 | Freedom of Information office, I found that site, that's

19 | my site. I got the FR7 report on Region 1, stamped by

20 | the Texas Water Commission. And who gave me this

21 | report? Mr. Phil Bonham.

22 Now when he was giving me this report,

23 | the people that gave him this report, which they have

24 | their names on it, also told him that there were two

. 25 | warehouses that were once stockpiled with agent orange
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but they weren't going to do no IRP reports.

Now Mr. Phil Bonham -- There's two
warehouses on that base that were once stocked with
weapons of mass destruction, chemical warfare agents.

You know, you're not only looking at 24
agent orange, you're looking at 245T, 24D, solvents.
All these chemicals are not just commercial grade
herbicides. Porcelain was added to these chemicals.
That's what made it a chemical warfare agent.

Porcelain extends the life of all these
chemicals. Porcelain 1is illegal to use in the State of
Texas but Texas Surplus was selling it by the tons.

I have an EPA statement where Mrs. Nawon
was visiting Mr. Phil Bonham -- No, Phil Bonham, Phil
Bonham, his name sure is coming up. He sure 1is a
handyman for the Texas Water Commission for keeping you
all out of lawsuits because you all financed the
spraying of agent orange in Lake Tawakoni to the Sabine
River Watershed project.

Now we go back to these two warehouses.
Why should I be lying about that? Give me a reason.
Why am I crazy or berserk, like the Water Commission has
me, trying to have me committed all the time and
everything? No, 1t's to cover up their crimes. Well,

if everybody was to go to Rains County, Texas and look
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up Sammy Hurst, two months, July, August, September, he
died around September, he died of led arsenic poison.

He was a Sabine River worker. His boat driver, while he
was spraying, the boat driver told me all the story. He
died of led arsenic poisoning.

Why? You have reports, led arsenic
poisoning, high 24D concentration, high 245T
concentration. Yet ﬁhe Water Commission, with Joe
Woodard, your big buddy, Joe Woodard, concealed
information up there.

You all are obstructing justice. I'11l
see you all in the federal penitentiary. I hope you all
like that. With that Attorney General they got there, I
hope you all are best friends. I would think they would
mix people like that with murderers. You all have
killed a half million people at Lake Tawakoni.
Statistically done, if you use the Vietnam Veterans'
statistics and you use the statistics, 8000 barrels,
guarantee you 8000 barrels, maybe more, was sprayed in
Lake Tawakoni of agent orange.

Agent orange was sprayed one gallon to 2
1/2 acres. Lake Tawakoni is 36,000 acres. They sprayed
that lake 20 times. That's called over broadcast.
twenty times more than what it should be over a five

year period. Every 36 weeks, spray it again. They were
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spraying four to six barrels of agent orange daily,
Mr. Sammy Hurst and Kirk Stuart.

Texas EPA hés been sitting on their butt
in Dallas and hadn't come out of their 1illy white tower
to even investigate. They've been sitting on their
butts. Texas Water Commission has been covering it up.
I've gone to every Water Commission person. They're
tired of me because every time I talk -- I can't -- They
made an investigation. I don't know if you all have
copies of all this. I'm not lying. I'm not making this
stuff up.

So what are you all going to do about the
two agent orange warehouses? Yes, one thing. Jerry
Miller has already talked to Phil Bonham. One of your
other Board members has talked to Phil Bonham. He's not
going to divulge the information.

Well, you have one option. You take your
envelope and you write the District Clerk's office, FBI,
District Court in Durango, then you put inside of that
that you request, you write to the foreman of the
federal grand jury and then inside of that envelope to
the foreman of the federal grand jury, you ask the
foreman of the federal grand jury that you want this
investigated.

You can bypass all the prosecuting
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attorneys because they're not going to do nothing. Oh,
yes, Mi Hon said that large quantities of agent orange
were sold throughout the state of Texas but it was
legal. I got documents that it wasn't legal. Military
herbicide, porcelain was never legal.

So what are we going to do with these two
warehouses? Either you all can be fined for selling
contaminated warehouses that are contaminated with
weapons of mass destruction and chemical warfare agents,
because you all are covering it up because there's that
third person, the person that gave that book, they know
and they were Kelly Air Force Base personnel. Huh, I
wonder if he's sitting over there? Was that him over
there? I don't know. Maybe, maybe not. But there's
two warehouses, big warehouses full of stockpile, full
of agent orange.

Why should I lie about that? I don't
have nothing to gain from it. One of the buildings were
in the 100's and one was in the 300 range. This was
back in 1990. I've been doing research. Before you all
even thought about RAB, I found S7 solvent. Did you all
have to find S7 solvent? No, it was already found when
you all started because I found it.

These people have destroyed my family,

the Water Commission, because Sabine River is their
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. 1] little buddies, just like the EPA, the Water Commission
2| is their little buddies. Everybody has a little buddy
3 | that they can push all their slob work off to.
4 Sabine River Authority was funded the
5 | septic tanks. They are the only people that do septic
6 | tank permits on behalf of Texas Water Commission.
7| Through Sabine River Watershed project, they received
8 | funds from the Texas Water Commission, Sabine River did,
9] to buy the agent orange. So if you take all these
10 | pictures together, they're all real good buddies

11 | together.

12 ‘Now what are you going to do? Are you
‘ 13 | going to order tests to be done on all the warehouses?

14 | Because you all don't want to settle up. The warehouse

15| -- You already took the S7 site and made a baseball

16 [ diamond out of it for Little League players. "Slide,

17 | slide, Johnny, slide into third base."

18 There's that porcelain on your thing.

19 | That's the most stupidest thing I've ever seen, billed a

20 | Little League baseball diamond. This is where Little

21 | League players are playing today. These are S7 pictures

22 | of all the docks and all the contaminants.

23 On this site, it's now a Little League

24 | baseball diamond. That's how responsible the Air Force
@

25| 1is, and they're not coming up and say there's two
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warehouses. Oh, we forgot. They already know. The
Water Commission stamped in 1990. I was there, you all
weren't and you're trying to call me a liar, because you
all weren't even there. I was there. I got documented
proof. Two warehouses, two warehouses.

Now that little thing he's talking about,
electronically and digging a ditch, arsenic is high,
arsenic is found in agent orange. That's what killed
Sammy Hurst.

The Water Commission is looking at
criminal homicide charges if I can prove that they
covered up. In 1980, they did a very devious thing,
they covered up. Then they switched over and they said,
"Oh, we just have 23 buried drunks." Well, the Sabine
River Authority investigated themselves and they said
they did nothing wrong.

Well, when they buried those 23 drunks,
there was high 345 and some other chemicals that wasn't
supposed to be buried within a quarter mile of the
lake. Did the Water Commission ever arrest them, charge
them with felonies? No, they continued to let those
mass murderers, and then they had the gall to come out
there, I had to use them to do biperk (?) tests on my
house. I had to walk off $120,000 worth of property

because of the Water Commission was covering up their
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crime as murderers.

Sammy Hurst, 45 years old, 70 pounds,
went down to 70 pounds. Could have been saved but the
Sabine River told his doctor not to give him a blood
transfusion. Let arsenic poison him, arsenic, arsenic,
arsenic. That's a basic chemical, isn't it? That's a
basic chemical. I guarantee if I poisoned him with
arsenic, I would go to jail but he can poison me with
arsenic and walk around, la, de, da de, da, de, I kill
people for a living. Yup, him, him, Kelly Air Force

Base, they're guilty of murder, a half million people

probably. And we can sue you all.
That's the second area. I want you all
in jail. I want you all to serve the time with five

vyears for every murder, a half million people, you all
can be in there for like five million years. We'll have
to put you all in suspended animation.

You all are dodging the bullet, you all
are dodging the bullet but it's going to come out and
that bullet is going to ricochet and hit you right in
the back of the head.

Every one of you RAB members, if you all
don't investigate this in a proper manner, these two
warehouses, and let these murderers say, "Oh, we don't

have no warehouses, we don't have no warehouses."
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You know, I checked with Phil Bonham and
he said didn't say that. Phil Bonham is a liar. The
Water Commission is a liar. They're looking at criminal
lawsuits. They're looking at killing people. They
killed people. They brought agent orange from Kelly Air
Force Base and sprayed it to Dallas's drinking water.

No crime there? Oh, okay, that's what I've been told by
the EPA. Oh, agent orange doesn't cause nothing. We
can't prove agent orange caused nothing.

How many minutes do I have?

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: (Inaudible.)

MR. WILKINSON: What?

They need to find those two warehouses?
You all need to find those two warehouses because if T
find them first, I'm going to turn that information over
to whoever buys them or wait till somebody buys them and
then give them that information and they're going to
turn around and sue every one of you on this Board.

You have to divulge what that building
was at one time, I guarantee you. Two warehouses. I
think I wrote the warehouses down but I've gone through
my papers and I can't find them. I was a very sloppy
person.

So what are you all going to do? The

community is for me. They wouldn't have gave me all
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these minutes. Last time you all just wrote me off but
this was the plan of retaliation towards the Board.
UNIDENTIFIED MALE: May I ask a question?
MR. WILKINSON: Excuse me?
UNIDENTIFIED MALE: I just want to ask a
question.
Are you saying that there was agent
orange disposed on Kelly that was never reported either
to the regulators --

(Tape cut off. End of tape.)
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(4/26/04, Kennedy High School, 7:30 a.m.
to 8:30 p.m.)

MR. WILKINSON: -- aquifer, which is a
state agency. Anybody ask the Texas Water Commission,
how many times have they prosecuted a state agency for
contaminating the site or toxic waste? You know what
the answer will be? Zero. The blue law. They do not
turn in their fellow people because any lawsuit filed
against any other state agency would come back to Austin
and then suck their budget dry because everybody's
budgets would dry up if that state agency had to pay a
fine.

The blue law, just like police don't turn
each other in, the State of Texas don't turn the Water
Commission in. You ask them, you ask the Water
Commission to bring one -- See, they were investigated
in 2000, which I don't have a copy. Robert has a copy
of the allegation. Mr. Booker, Harry Booker and Sarah
Hansen asked the Interior Department in the Travis
County District Clerk's office interior unit to
investigate themselves. They opened up the door, the
wrong door.

They covered up that. These are covered
up, people. These are covered up. There's members on

the Board that specifically do cover-ups. Now I
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guarantee you they're deadly and I'm the friendly person
from up there. TI've documented this all. Wait till
those people find out exactly who the names are covering
up the information down here like Mr. Miller, and he
goes to Dallas and the information gets out to Lake
Tawakoni and they find out their kids were killed by
this and Mr. Miller is helping them cover it up.

They're going to go ballistic on it. I'm the friendly
one. They think I'm the mean one, I'm the friendly

one. I'm documenting it all. I got federal grand jury
training. I was on the federal grand jury when Judge
(Inaudible) was killed. I know what federal law, state
law, local law. So —-

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: I'd 1ike to ask a
question to Mr. Wilkinson. Out of probably the --

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: About the two
warehouses?

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: The two things that
are most important would probably be to locate those
warehouses, and I agree that maybe that should be looked
into, and in your opinion, I mean, what would be the
best thing to get that information? How should we get
that?
